Agenda and discussion:
1 . S. Preston called the meeting to order at 7:30pm.  A quorum was reached with four council members present. 
2.  S. Preston asked for comments and a motion to approve the meeting minutes of December 9, 2013. On a motion by F. French seconded by S. Moss, a unanimous vote approved the minutes. 

3. A. Kasper reviewed security issues and preventative actions.  He mentioned that there have been no major findings in Town.  Meridian Hills still experiences some gutter thefts.  He also mentioned that some of the residents' calls left on the office number should have been called into 911 so we need to reminder residents of the proper protocol.   There were two reports of thefts of laptops from cars in Meridian Hills. Residents are reminded to not leave any valuables visible in their parked vehicles. 
4.  R. Parrin advised of the Town's financial position at the end of December.  He reviewed the SBOA Annual report submitted in January.  This included cash positions in each account as well as receipts and disbursements for FY2013.  The significant transactions included receipt of the Capital Campaign donations, the receipt of the loan funds to be repaid in 2014, and the temporary transfer of $20,000 from the Rainy Day Fund to the General Fund to cover expenses in anticipation of the 2014 special property tax receipts.  It is anticipated that these funds will be returned to the RDF once the tax collection has been received. 

5.  F. French advised the Council on the Capital Campaign status. To date we have had a participation rate of about 70% of residents with receipts totaling about $177k.  The Council discussed plans to follow-up with the 30% of residents still to make a contribution.  The other Council members agreed to assist with these mailings and contacts.  In addition, they will send out acknowledgments to those who have contributed soon. 

6. R. Parrin reported that in January he met with the lighting sales engineer to review the specification for each street lamp.  The manufacturer is now developing drawings for approval  which will be reviewed upon receipt so manufacture can commence.   We are looking at a Spring 2014 installation.

7.  S. Moss presented the new addition of the Town directory.  He was commended on a fine job with it as well as developing a data base of residents which will make future editions easier to publish. It was agreed that we will proceed with distribution to all residents. 

8.  S. Moss briefed the Council on progress to add official town email addresses for each Council member.  R. Parrin reported on his communication with the State's IT department.  The issue is now setting up these addresses on the exchange server.  It was agreed that we would outsource the remainder of the work to complete this.  R. Parrin will approach the State IT consultant with an RFQ.  

9. R. Parrin reported that the Town has spent $6500 to date for snow removal.  Intersections have been salted however given the extreme cold temperatures salt has not always been effective.  R. Dickinson inquired about salting intersections even if conditions at the time are not conducive.  S. Preston is to discuss this further with the Town's contractor as well as the snowfall threshold for plowing. 

There being no further business, on a motion to adjourn by S. Moss and seconded by F. French,  S. Preston adjourned the meeting.
