Agenda and discussion:
1 . Mr. Reese called the meeting to order at 7:30 pm.
2.  David Kingden on behalf of resident Jerry Ryan presented plans to subdivide the Ryan property to include two additional parcels of 1.06 acres each.  This was for information only.  However, a variance will be submitted to allow for the lack of public street frontage for these lots.  Utilities and fire protection concerns will be addressed.  The existing access to the property will be hard surfaced to meet the public roadway. 
3. A. Kasper briefed the group on public safety.  The vandalism the past few weeks appears to be caused by local youth on spring break.   It was restated that residents call 911 for all emergencies and suspicious activity.  Residents may call 761-7600 to advise of vacation absences.  S. Moss to draft a simple statement with contact numbers to distribute to residents. 
A. Kasper agreed to prepare a home security checklist for residents.  D. Reese suggested that the Town post  "No Soliciting by Town Ordinance, Police Patrolled" signs at Town entrances.  It was agreed that he would move forward with this in concert with the traffic signage upgrade program. 

4.  Susy Reese presented final selections for the Town's 80th anniversary banner.  One was chosen and she was authorized to purchase three double-sided banners for mounting on the three lamp posts installed at this point.  
5. R. Parrin advised of his meeting with the City's consultant, Kerimida, Inc. to apply for a grant for the lighting and signage upgrade.  Further contact with the consultant and the City's Office of Sustainability established that no funding is available from the City but we may wish to prepare a funding request for MPO to consider relating to State/Federal funding.   R. Parrin to establish the cost to prepare the grant request as well as the probability of success.   

6.  Steve Moss mentioned the need to gather the new resident's information to be included in the directory.  He will engage other Council members to do so.  Also, a decision was made to forego adding non-residents to the email list for Town notices. 
7.  R. Parrin presented the Council with final engineering plans and cost estimates to complete the lighting and signage program.  The Council agreed that we should proceed with raising the funds necessary.  F. French agreed to spearhead an effort to launch this effort.  R. Parrin to supply Council members with electronic documentation to support the campaign.
8. R. Dickinson noted that he represented the Town today at services for Hubert "Kel" Kelso, a former resident and Town Council President and former owner of Hollyhock Hill.  
9. A. Kasper to fill pot holes on 81st St. and Broadway in the next two weeks.

10. A. Kasper advised that long time deputy Andy Jacobs may not return to the force due to health issues. In the meantime, we have added David Loyal as a Town Deputy. 
11.  D. Reese proposed that we have a Town 80th Anniversary celebration this year in lieu of a picnic.  He suggested the Hollyhock Hill as the venue and will discuss a suitable date with the owner so we can organize the event.  

12. R. Parrin noted that we recently completed the SBOA audit for FY 2010 and 2011 with no major findings. A detail report will be issued.  Also, a worker's compensation audit resulted in a $308 refund for 2012. 
There being no further business, F. French made a motion to adjourn, seconded by S. Moss.  D. Reese adjourned the meeting.
