Minutes – Town Council meeting Monday, October 8, 2012

Agenda and discussion:
1 . Mr. Reese called the meeting to order by at 7:30 pm.
2.  D. Reese opened a discussion of progress on the common drive to be installed by  resident Catherine Singleton on Ridge Road.  Mark Foglesong informed the Council that an agreement was reached in June that Mrs. Singleton would fund an escrow account for a commercial grade drive.  To date this has not occurred.  The Foglesong's hope to have the drive by 11/16/12 as that will be the end of this year's paving season.  If not the escrow should have a condition that it can be drawn upon by April 1, 2013 to complete the drive.
D. Reese assured the Foglesongs that they have the backing of the Council.  There is still some concern that future construction traffic will damage the newly paved roads on Willow Spring and Ridge. This was voiced to the contractor in the June meeting. 
3. R. Parrin noted that the Town roads resurfacing has been completed.  This concludes the resurfacing of 75% of Town roads.  The remainder are in good condition and will be evaluated for crack sealing.  
4. D. Reese recognized the contributions to the Town by R. Dickinson's as a Council member and its president.  Asked of his recommendations to effectively serve on the Council, Mr. Dickinson mentioned being patient and diplomatic with the residents and always maintain a sense of humor.  Regarding other Town improvements, it may be beneficial to have a Town historian.

5.  F. French brought up the need for a long term plan for the Town. Council members listed the following as areas to consider.

· Additional police coverage

· Additional street lighting

· Road maintenance 
It was agreed to expand on these areas by developing an action plan, timetable, and sources of funding as well as engaging resident support for the same. 

6.  A. Kasper briefed the group on public safety with nothing significant to report. As a reminder, calls to report suspicious activity should be made to 911 as long as the activity is  in progress and not ten or fifteen minutes.  Otherwise, call 317-761-6700.  A message left at this number will roll over to the deputy on duty.  S. Moss will make a note of this in the next newsletter.  Also, A. Kasper noted that the Town must subscribe for a mobile access data card to utilize the IMPD system.  Verizon is the lowest cost alternative at $30/month.  
7. D. Reese presented a map of the Town with set-backs noted.  
8. R. Parrin noted that he requires a file less than 2MB to post the Town ordinances on the Town web site.  A. Kasper will try to create the file from the 21MB original.   
9.  Anti-Nepotism ordinance.   D. Reese presented Ordinance Number 1-2012,  "AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE TOWN OF WILLIAMS CREEK POLICY  WITH RESPECT TO THE ISSUE OF NEPOTISM"
On a motion to adopt the ordinance by S. Moss, seconded by F. French, the ordinance was adopted by a unanimous vote of the Town Council.  
10. On the issue of responding to residents' inquiries of the Council, it was agreed that the Town Council president will be the point of contact for these communications.  He will enlist the assistance of other Council members as required.
11. A. Kasper said that he will be patrolling the Town the night of Halloween and requested approval for the annual candy purchase.  It was so approved. 

12. It was agreed that the Town will again use the services of Stavros for clearing the streets of snow. D. Reese will be the point of contact regarding snow removal and salting as required.  He will contact R. Dickinson and Stavros regarding the transition.   

13.  R. Parrin presented the final 2013 Budget.  On a motion to accept the Budget as published by S. Preston, seconded by S. Moss, the 2013 Budget was adopted by unanimous vote. 

14.  S. Preston is to move forward with a Holiday party in December with assistance from E. Townsend. 
15. R. Parrin reported that the initial street lighting fixtures will ship by the middle of November with installation completed before the holidays.  As agreed, the initial installation of three new lights will be at a prominent location in the Town at Morningside and Forest and Ridge and Forest.  These three are on one circuit.   Possibilities were discussed about financing the remaining 15 lights were discussed including an assessment, a local tax and a capital campaign. 
There being no further business, S. Preston made a motion to adjourn, seconded by S. Moss. D. Reese adjourned the meeting.
